Performance Opportunities

School Musical

Directed by Mrs Anderton and performed early in
Term 3, this production is open to all students in
Years 9-13 and is a chance for singers, dancers
and actors to show their talent. This is also an
opportunity for students to be involved in technical
and backstage aspects of a major performance.

Middle School Production

Directed by Mrs Anderton or Mr Buckley, and per-
formed late in Term 4, this is a chance for the Year
7-10 students to gain experience in all aspects of a
production while developing confidence in leader-
ship for those in main roles.

Dance Performance
Led by Miss Maguire, this is a major dance
performance open to all students by audition.

Glee Club

Led by the Performing Arts Prefects, Middle School
students who are members of the club meet
weekly developing singing and performance skills
through a variety of activities. Entry is by audition.

Theatre Restaurant is presented biannually in
Term 1 by Year 12 and 13 students and staff. The
Director is Mrs Anderton. The catering students
provide the dinner under the direction of Mrs
Frauenstein.

Performing Arts Awards
